FOR ACADEMIC COOPERATION
BETWEEN
SENTRAL COLLEGE PENANG, MALAYSIA
AND

SONGKHLA RAJABHAT UNIVERSITY

AND

This Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter referred to as MolU) is signed at
SENTRAL College Penang on this day 22" of March 2023 between SENTRAL College
Penang by Dr Chiang Geok Lian, CEO / Principal whose address is at Menara SENTRAL, 3,
Penang Street, 10200 George Town, Penang, Malaysia (referred to as “SCP") and Songkhla
Rajabhat University by Asst. Prof Dr Pongsak Thongnueakhaeng, Dean, Faculty of
Management Sciences, who is authorized by the President whose address is at 160, Moo
4, Tambon Khoa-Roob-Chang, Muang District, Songkhla, 9000, Thailand (hereinafter
referred to as “SKRU").

SCP and SKRU seek to establish mutual academic collaborations, both Parties have agreed
to sign this memorandum of understanding (MoU) as follows:

« SCOPE AND FIELDS OF COOPERATION
1.1 SCP and SKRU hereby agree to implement within the framework of the rules and
regulations applicable in each of the entities and subject to the availability of funds and
resources for the following programs and activities:

a) establish joint or dual academic programs in relevant areas;

b) sharing students or staff exchange programs;

c) sharing of other activities such as research and development and training
programs in areas of mutual interest where such sharing shall result in the
benefits to both Parties.

1.2 The Parties agree to designate a coordinator whose responsibility will be to supervise
the execution of this MoU.

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FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS

The Parties acknowledge that in the absence of any specific agreement in writing to the
contrary, each Party will be responsible for its own costs and expenses in establishing
and conducting programs and activities contemplated under this MoU, including its own
costs and expenses in travel and accommodation.

JOINT INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

SCP and SKRU agree that any intellectual property rights arising from or in connection
with any program or activity under this MoU, both Parties shall be jointly owned and
subject to any other terms and conditions as may be agreed upon in writing.

CONFIDENTIALITY

SCP and SKRU agree and undertake to keep confidential at all times any information or
data that may be exchanged, acquired or shared in connection with any program or
activity conducted pursuant to this MoU.

DURATION AND TERMINATION

This MoU will come into effect for five (5) years dated 22™ March 2023 to 21%
March 2028.

During the implementation, any such revision, variation or amendment shall be effected
only on the basis of written mutual consent by the Parties and shall be attached to this
MoU.

Prior to the date of expiration, this MoU can be further extended by either Party giving
written advance notice to the other at a suitable time for the MoU renewal.

This MoU may be terminated by either Party giving written notice to the other at least
ninety (90) days prior to the proposed date of termination.

The provision of this MoU as stated in (1) or any other written agreement in respect of
any ongoing exchange program or any other form of cooperative activity under this
MoU shall continue to apply until their completion unless both Parties mutually agree in
writing to the earlier termination of the program or cooperative activity.
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6. NOTICES
